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¿Por  qué Se Imponen las Cenizas? 
   Ah, de nuevo este miércoles muchas personas 
llegan a la Misa para recibir cenizas y empezar la Cuares-
ma.  Hace siglos los pecadores públicos usaban las cenizas 
mientras que se retiraban a un monasterio o lugar de ora-
ción hasta su reconciliación con la Iglesia para la Vigilia 
Pascual. Cuando se desapareció la penitencia pública en la 
Iglesia, la costumbre de recibir la ceniza se extendió a 
todos los miembros de la Iglesia.  Seguimos con este gesto 
de la imposición de ceniza para empezar el tiempo de 
Cuaresma, y la mancha en la frente es un símbolo para 
admitir  nuestros pecados a los demás.   
   Para ayudarte hacer una conexión entre este símbolo y tu 
vida, puedes pensar en lo que se dice al imponer la ceniza: 
“Arrepiéntete y cree en el evangelio.”   Las cosas por las 
cuales tienes que arrepentirte y cambiar en tu vida, en tu 
corazón y en tu mente son esas cosas o pecados que tienes 
que quemar o dejar atrás para realzar el compromiso de 
buscarte como una persona nueva y resucitada.  Esas cosas 
están simbolizadas por las cenizas sobre la frente; son esos 
pecados que tienes que admitir a ti mismo y a los demás, y 
dejar durante esta Cuaresma para que puedas apreciar más 
tu propio compromiso bautismal el día de Pascua. El tiem-
po de la Cuaresma (Miércoles de Ceniza hasta el Jueves 
Santo) es un tiempo de conversión, de penitencia, de 
renovación de la vida.   
   Hay también oportunidades de penitencia física; el ayu-
no (no comer entre las tres comidas el Miércoles de Ceni-
za y el Viernes Santo) es una expresión de nuestra volun-
tad de conversión.  Es una oportunidad de controlar lo que 
y cuánto metemos en la boca.  La abstinencia de carne 
los viernes de la Cuaresma nos ayuda a controlar el apeti-
to—la parte física de nuestra naturaleza—para que entre a

·  All Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence from meat for Catholics 

over 14. 
·  Ash Wednesday ( Feb. 17) and Good Friday (April 2) are days of 

fasting and abstinence for Catholics between the ages of 18 and 
59.  Fasting means taking only one full meal and two smaller 
meals that,  together, do not equal one full meal.  

·  Throughout Lent, Catholics are especially encouraged to perform 
voluntary acts of penance.
