Trabajadores Agr ícolas Son Impor tantes! 
   La comida es básica a la vida, y los trabajadores agríco-
las  ayudan a otros vivir.  El compartir de la comida es el 
medio a la vida y el modo de ganar la vida. Cada año co-
mo 3 millones de trabajadores agrícolas y sus familias 
trabajan en los campos de los Estados Unidos; 85% de los 
productos están cosechados por mano.  Vemos que como 
47,000 de trabajadores migrantes vienen al estado de Nue-
va York cada año.  Estos migrantes vienen a Nueva York 
para plantar, cultivar, cosechar y empacar frutas y verdu-
ras.   Además de estos trabajadores hay miles de trabaja-
dores agrícolas temporales y permanentes que viven en 
Nueva York.  Hacen el mismo tipo de trabajo como los 
migrantes, pero en el invierno algunos podan huertos o las 
parras en las viñas, reparan equipos, trabajan en empaca-
doras o trabajan en lecherías.  Sabemos que los salarios 
son bajos y a veces las horas largas.  71% del ingreso gas-
tado por comida va a las corporaciones que procesan la 
comida; 23% va a los rancheros y 6% a los trabajadores 
agrícolas.  También sabemos que las condiciones del tra-
bajo no son tan buenas—estando agachados todo el día 
puede causar dolores crónicos a la espalda, el uso de pesti-
cidas es una amenaza a la salud, las viviendas proveídas a 
veces son inadecuadas o no tan buenas…  A veces los 
trabajadores no tienen acceso al cuidado de salud.  
   Hay muchas personas que están abogando por los dere-
chos de los trabajadores agrícolas, y esperamos que algún 
día las leyes sean mas justas.  Queremos poner un fin a la 
discriminación; los trabajadores agrícolas merecen unas 
condiciones y un tratamiento igual ante la ley. 
   Yo les animo a todos que trabajan en la tierra a amar a la 
tierra y su trabajo agrícola como una obra de alabanza a 
Dios en el gran “ templo”  de la creación.  La tierra no ha 
sido dada al hombre para una explotación infinita, sino 
que ella, como todas las demás criaturas, debe ser amada, 
cuidada, respetada en sus ritmos, en sus exigencias, en su 
dignidad.  Existe una relación estrecha entre el cuidado y 
el cultivo de la tierra y el reconocimiento de la grandeza 
de Dios.  Hay que admirar esta obra grande de Dios con 
una actitud de  religiosa veneración.  ¡Gracias, Dios, por 
tu creación y todos los jardines y huertos!

We may have to endure this 
weather for a couple more weeks. One thing for certain, we 
will soon be asking for more heat in the Church. 
 Next weekend we welcome a missionary who will be 
making mission appeals for support in our weekend Masses. 
Fr. Martin is already here from Ghana and he is making 
appeals in other churches in the area. On August 7/8 he will be 
speaking in our church and his appeal here will raise funds to 
support mission work in my home diocese, The Archdiocese 
of Tamale in Ghana. My home diocese is very poor because 
the people themselves are very poor. Among many other 
concerns my home diocese is working hard to improve the 
health needs of the people. This appeal will go to support the 
completion of a clinic which is under construction for a couple 
of years now. This clinic will provide care for the rural poor 
especially, pregnant women and children. There will be a 
second collection to support the completion of this clinic in 
my home diocese, Tamale. I appeal to your generous donation 
to this pastoral project which is very dear to the heart of the 
Archdiocese of Tamale, Ghana.
