   Adoración Eucarística Como Parte de su Vida 
   Muchos de ustedes llegan a la iglesia o a la capilla mucho an-
tes del comienzo de la Misa o se quedan después de la Misa para 
orar ante del Santísimo guardado en el sagrario. Guardamos al-
gunas hostias consagradas para la administración del viático, 
para llevar a los enfermos en sus casas y para la adoración de 
Nuestro Señor Jesucristo bajo aquella especie.
