Identidad Latina en Este Pais

Mas de 18% de la poblacion de los Estados Unidos se identifi-
ca como hispanos o latinos, que es el segundo mas grande grupo
racial o étnico. Pero debido al hecho que muchos se casan con
non-hispanos, y menos personas han estado permitido entrar al
pais, algunos latinos estan alejandose de su ascendencia latina.
Quieren asimilarse a la cultura americana. Muchos no estan
llamandose latinos o hispanos. Como 11% no se consideran
latinos.

Los que han llegado mas recientemente se llaman latinos, pero
no necesariamente los que han estado mas afios o que son de la
tercera o cuarta generacion en este pais. Los adultos de Espafia
0 América Latina dicen que son hispanos. Pero los que son hijos
de padres nacidos en los Estados Unidos no se piensan tanto en
ser latinos. Sus padres han crecido en una cultura americana y
ellos mismos han conocido y han sido criado en la cultura ameri-
cana. Las tradiciones de sus abuelos son algo mas antiguas de
otra cultura de otra parte del mundo. En la tercera y cuarta gene-
racion el uso del idioma y tradiciones es menos y menos. Mu-
chas veces los latinos no desean mantener las tradiciones y el
uso del idioma. Prefieren vivir de la misma manera de los ameri-
canos de EE. UU. para no apartarse de la mayoria.

En algunas comunidades de latinos hay una mayoria de ciertos
grupos latinos, como en Rochester donde yo estaba en ministerio
antes, la mayoria era de Puerto Rico, pero en otras comunidades
hay una diversidad de la poblacion latina. Alrededor de 64% de
los latinos en el pais son de México, seguidos por los puertorri-
quefios y salvadorefos.

Hay un desafio a todos que viven en un pais con otro idioma y
otras costumbres y tradiciones. ;Van a practicar las costumbres
del pais de entrada o seguir con las suyas? Si los numeros de
latinos inmigrando a los Estados Unidos se bajan, entonces la
Iglesia de EE. UU. necesita ajustarse a nimeros mas bajos y la
necesidad de seguir usando el espafiol y celebrando las costum-
bres de América Latina.

Una cosa que no se quiere es perder la belleza y la variedad de
las tradiciones y costumbres de las distintas culturas. A la vez
no queremos que los inmigrantes rechazan todo de la cultura
americana. Nuestra Iglesia desea responder a las necesidades de
las culturas latinas, destacando lo bueno de cada una. Necesita-
mos ver como comunidad qué debemos hacer para ir adelante
con mas fuerza y entusiasmo como comunidad. Debemos estar
orgulloso de nuestras propias culturas de origen.

Seria bueno si nuestra comunidad de San Francisco fuera mas
grande y fuerte. Hay tantos latinos en la ciudad y los alrededo-
res, pero no participan regularmente en la Misa dominical y las
actividades de la comunidad. Nuestro Dios que nos ama esta a la
puerta nuestra y nos llama. Muchos responden, pero otros no.
(Puede ayudar por invitar a otros conocer mas a este Dios tan
bueno que ama sin prejuicio? ;Listos para responder y compar-
tir lo que significa Dios en su vida y su participacion en la Misa
los domingos ?

Emphasize that alt-
hough the man in the story doesn't seem bad, Jesus
points out that this man's flaw was that he was
thinking only about himself ahd his owh comfort
and security. Emphasize that when we fail to think
about the needs of others, we Call that a Sih of
omission.
TRemind your children that each time we g0 to
Mass, we ask forgiveness for what we have done
and for what we have failed to do. We call this
prayer the Confiteor. End this time together by
praYying the Confiteor (“] confess to almighty
God...").
