In today’s Gospel, we learn that Mary honored her commitment
to God by naming her child Jesus, the name given to him by the
angel Gabriel. In Matthew’s Gospel, Joseph is told to name the
child Jesus because he will save the people. The name Jesus
means "God saves." Even in his name, Jesus announces the mis-
sion he came to accomplish. Your family might use today’s
feast as an opportunity to talk about names. Reflect together on
the name of each member of the family. What does each name
mean? Why was each person so named? Read together today’s
Gospel, Luke 2:16-21. Recall that the name Jesus means "God
saves." Think about how Jesus fulfilled the mission that his
name suggests.
