The Mass is sometimes referred to as the Eucharistic 
Liturgy.  The word Eucharist comes from the Greek 
eucharistein meaning thanksgiving, and the word 
liturgy comes from the Greek word leitourgia mean-
ing  public worship. Several terms describe this essen-

tial and vital part of Catholic worship and belief:  Breaking of the 

Bread, Divine Liturgy, Eucharistic Liturgy, Holy Eucharist, Holy 

Mass, Holy Sacrifice of the Mass, and Lord’s Supper.  The phrase 
Sacrifice of the Mass may appear as though Catholics are trying to add 
the one sacrifice of Christ on the cross on the original Good Friday, but 
the Sacrifice of the Mass isn’t separate from the sacrifice that Christ 
offered on Calvary in A.D. 33.  It’s the same sacrifice re-presented (not 
represented) to us in an unbloody matter.  Being God, Jesus’ sacrifice 
on the cross isn’t limited to space and time as it would be if he were 
only human. His divinity made his sacrifice eternal. It’s not that his 
sacrifice 2,000 years ago wasn’t good enough. Rather, it was so perfect 
and powerful that it can never be ended or repeated. It’s eternal because 
sins are still being forgiven even two millennia 
after his death. Praise be to God through our Lord 
Jesus Christ!  Fr. Felicjan

Pray together for 
God’s kingdom by praying the Lord’s Prayer.
