The Mass is pivotal, because it transports us back in time to Christ’s Last 
Supper with his apostles, Christ’s Passion and death on the cross, and his 
Resurrection and the empty tomb on the first Easter Sunday. The same 
words that Jesus spoke at the Last Supper are used to consecrate the 
same things that Jesus used back then - bread and wine - during the Sac-
rament of Holy Eucharist. The same sacrifice is offered, namely, the Son 
is sacrificed to the Father on behalf of all humankind. The same risen 
Christ comes to enter the soul of each  person at Holy Communion when 
the congregation eat and drink his living (risen, not dead) flesh and 
blood.  The Eucharist, particularly at Mass, reminds us of what Je-

sus did for humankind in the past, makes him present in the Real 
Presence, the consecrated bread and wine, and promises the faithful 

the future glory of heaven by giving food for eternal life. Therefore, 
we as Catholics, see the Mass as the summit and zenith of  all Christian 
worship.
