EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP -

RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY MOMENTS
Be Sure to Look the Part
I used to coach my oldest son in soccer when he was younger. As he
got older, he would go to tryouts for select and high school teams. I
was no longer the coach, but I always shared with him one piece of
advice before any tryout: Be sure to look the part. I told him that if
he showed up looking like a soccer player, there was an increased
chance of him being seen as a soccer player. If he showed up look-
ing like a kid that plays soccer in video games as opposed to the real
thing, he might not be taken seriously. As he grew older, that same
advice was then applied to getting a job. It’s advice I have heeded
myself all my life. You can even say it is like another common
phrase: “Fake it till you make it.”
As disciples of Jesus Christ, we certainly do not want to fake it, but
we do need to look the part. The world looks at those of us who
proclaim to be Christians to see if there is anything to this way of
life. If they see us looking and acting like people transformed by
Jesus Christ, they will be more likely to take Christianity seriously.
If they look at us and see nothing different, then they can easily
conclude that there is nothing different about Jesus Christ. He just
becomes simply another religious figure of history. Can the world
see the power of Christ in you? How will do you look the part?

Q? The workers in this parable sound very
much like squabbling children, compar-
ing what they have each been given and
making complaints to the parent.
Among children there is a tendency to

equate [ove with gifts ahd material things. This ten-
dency Canh devolve into a spirit Of entitlement, which
ruhs counter to the spirit of gratitude. Anhy effort we
make to overcome this tendency, to keep [ove from
being entwined with gifts and possessions, will enable
our children to acCept completely the |ove that God
gives freely and generously.

Observe together any tendency within your family to
make comparisons. Are children sometimes heard say-
ing that ahother child received a Sreater portioh Of a
favorite food at dihher or dessert? Does ohe person
complain that a parent spehds more time with one
Child over another? AsK if such comparisons are help-
Ful. Discuss together why such comparisons are
made. Then read together today's Gospel, Matthew
20:1-16. Consider these questions: Why do the work-
ers grumble? Is the lahdowner's assessment aCCurate?
Unfortunately, we are sometimes like these workers
when we make the comparisons we discussed earlier.
Conclude in prayer together remembering that [ove
Cahnhot ahd ought hot to be measured. Sit quietly to-
gether aCknowledging (od's great |ove for each per-
soh as individuals and for your family.
¥s | Pray together today's psalm, Psaltm 145,
. or the Lord's Prayer.

After reverencing the Altar, the priest, deacon, and altar
servers move to their assigned chairs, and while every-
one is still standing, the priest (or celebrant) begins the
Mass by leading everyone in the sign of the cross. The
priest then gives a short greeting, and the Penitential Rite
takes place.
The Penitential Rite is merely a public acknowledgement
that everyone is a sinner and has sinned to some degree
during the week, be it big or small. Please note, this
isn't a general confession or general absolution. It
doesn't replace the Sacrament of Penance, and it
doesn't count as going to confession. Usually, the Rite
starts with everyone saying the Confiteor, which is Latin
for I confess:
1 confess to almighty God, and to you my brothers and sisters,
that I have greati/ sinned, in my thoughts, and in my words, in
what I have done and in what I have failed to do, (The people
strike their breast, saying) through my fault, through my
Sfault, through my most grievous fault,; therefore I ask blessed
Mary ever-Virgin, all the Angels and Saints, and you, brothers
and sisters, to pray for me to the Lord our God.
The priest then concludes by saying: May Almighty God have
mercy on us, forgive us our sins, and bring us to everlasting life,
and we answer, Amen.
The Confiteor is followed by the kyrie, which is Greek for Lord,
as in Kyrie eleison or Lord have mercy and also Christe eleison
or Christ have mercy. Often times in our parish, this is put to
music and sung by our cantor and choir.
This uite (or ritual) expresses public guilt and shame for any sins
against God, because committing sin is also an offense and a
wound to the faith community.
